Simon Says adapted to help children with requesting specific help/clarification
Tell the students that you’re going to make mistakes on purpose e.g. you’re going to say the commands too quietly or too fast.  
“We’re going to play Simon Says. I might say things too quickly or too quietly. I might say far too much at once for you to remember or I might say a word that you don’t understand. Instead of doing whatever you think you heard, I would like you to ask me to repeat what I said in the right way. For example if I said a word you didn’t understand then you would say ‘X, please can you tell me what the word ________ means?’ Then I will repeat it how you tell me to and you can complete the activity. We will do this several times so everybody gets a turn.” Use the ‘Saying When I Don’t Understand’ prompts to help you.
They have to make the right request so that you repeat the command in the right way e.g. “Please can you say it more slowly?”
This game should last between 5 – 10 minutes.

· Simon Says tell me an amphibious animal (vocabulary)
· Simon Says, draw a shape with 4 corners.

· Simon Says draw a circle, then draw a line down the middle of the circle, draw two dots either side of the line and a star on top of the circle (say the last bit again / show me)
· Simon says fold the top left-hand corner into the middle of the page and then fold the bottom right hand corner to meet it (show me)

· Simon Says, name an animal with a long tail.

· Simon Says, draw a shape with 5 vertices (vocabulary)
· Simon says undulate your arm (vocabulary)
· Simon Says choose a number between 100 and 150 (too quiet)
· Simon Says pick a marine animal (vocabulary)
· Simon Says point to your elbow.

· Simon Says choose a renaissance artist and use Google to find a famous piece of artwork by them. (Vocabulary)

· Simon Says describe how the character is feeling today using a metaphor (Can you say that last bit again)
· Simon Says asks when do you procrastinate? (vocabulary)

· Simon Says tell me about your favourite TV programme (too quiet)

· Simon Says tell me what music you like.

· Simon Says pick an element from the periodic table and describe its features (I don’t understand).
· Simon Says what’s the difference between a dromedary and a camel? (vocabulary)
· Simon Says name a herbivore animal (vocabulary)
